Caleb needs more time with reading activities
Raheem needs to be kept focussed and on task.  I will ensure he is kept on task through questioning and checking learning throughout the session.

	Lesson: 

Starter 1:  Begin session with a quick task about commas and how they may change meaning, this is to engage learner’s in session.  Sentences are provided via Nearpod.
Activity 1: Share the lesson objectives. We will be looking at Proofreading & SPAG. Ask learners as group, who knows what proofreading is.  Students will use whiteboards to write down their definitions and share with teacher.  The correct definition to be written on the board. 
Activity 2: Group Discussion led by teacher “the functionality of proof reading”.  Students will have pictures on their Nearpods that will enable them to take part in a meaningful discussion. I will ensure that all learners are engaged with the use of closed and open questions and supportive language. 
Activity 3:  At one side of the classroom is a story on the wall.  On the other a table and chair.  The runner must run to the wall, read some of the story (as much as they can remember) and return to the scribe, telling them what they read.  The scribe will write down what they are told.  Once the runner has passed on all the story to the scribe, the team must proofread and ensure that spelling, punctuation and grammar is correct.  Students then swap their role. The first team to think they have completed the task successfully, must sit on the floor with their hands in the air.  Winning team win a PRIZE!  
Activity 4:  The students will need to take part in a group discussion and agree on the steps that need to be taken to proof read successfully and take part in a quick recap on SPAG.
Students then provided with text and the whole group will take part in a proofreading exercise.  They will be expected to work collaboratively to find any errors in the text (following the steps they agreed on). 
Activity 5:  Using paper handout, students will be required to work independently. They will be provided with a piece of text and expected to proofread and then re write it correctly.  The teacher will go around the room and ensure learners are confidently completing the task.  Support will be provided to those who are struggling.  The higher level learners will be given a larger piece of text so that they can be challenged.  Once they have completed this, we will review some learners work as a group.  I will ensure I use open and closed questions to check learning. 
Plenary
All learners have to write a short definition of proof reading and share this with the group.
In pairs, learners will share at least 3 uses of proofreading (for example checking formal emails etc)
Finish session with Q&A and evaluation form.
